Malal Yousafzai
Born in North West Pakistan in 1997 (21 now)

 Stood up for equality in education (boys and girls) at age 11

 Shot in the head by the Taliban at age 15 
 Miraculously survived!

 She used her incredibly difficult experience to gain strength

 Became a prominent advocate for human rights & education

 Her stand has developed into an international movement
 Youngest recipient of the Nobel Peace Prize (age 17)

 Pakistan brought in a ‘Right to Education Bill’ for all children

 She became a UN messenger of peace
